J. (Practice): This works 
well as a SMGR discus-
sion. The group could 
produce a list, a short 
radio ad or a 1-page ad 
flyer. If done digitally, 
this can be projected. 
Whose is the most ap-
pealing? Don’t forget to 
write some key German 
phrases on the board  to 
help sts negotiate this 
activity. Challenge sts to 
use each phrase at least 
once.

K. (Warm-up):  Give sts 
45 seconds to brainstorm 
three things they want to 
say in this essay. Sts can 
ask how to say something 
at this time. Class can 
offer suggestions if they 
can, otherwise teacher 
helps out.

Organization.

(Rubrics): As yet another reminder, consider putting in specific requirements to rework chunks of language from activities and texts in Auf geht's! 
for their writing assignments to remove the temptation to use online translators. In addition, consider making explicit any expectations for gram-
matical forms. While the goal of each writing assignment should indeed be communication, gentle constraints on form are often good as long as 
they do not take over the point of each activity, which is to practice communicating in German.
