Organization.

(Adjective endings): With Auf geht's! we don't try to teach the entire system of adjective endings at one time, expecting sts to memorize all the 
endings and then produce them on command. The adjective ending table at the back of the book presents the various possibilities, including the 
article (if any) and the adjective(s). We recommend taking time periodically to review the table and have sts attempt to analyze the forms in the 
texts they read (such as the interview excerpts above), finding where the endings come from, including column (case), accompanying articles 
(1-12), no article (13-16) etc. If they can become proficient or at least able to identify case when they read it, that will bring them close to being 
able to produce the forms themselves when writing and occasionally even when speaking.
